Steps on the way to the river

While all those behaviors have persisted through the ages, gone are the days
when pastors struggled with divorce, premarital pregnancies, and
cohabitation. Now a typical Christian leader is called to help people face:
* Blended families and harmony among multiple ex-spouses
* Abusive spouses and restraining orders
* Addictions: Drugs, pornography, to name two.
* Rebellion and depression in his own family (or even in himself/herself)
* Grown children who he’d discipled leaving the faith, and their families
* Government restrictions on church attendance and closing of churches
* Government interference on parental rights relative to children’s gender
dysphoria
* Church unity regarding support of Israel or Palestine in the current conflict
 
Some things are perennial among God’s people. But for the last few decades,
pastors have been thrust into roles for which seminary poorly prepared them.
 
Because of what we endeavor to do for them, they have a chance to keep up
with their own spiritual growth, the solidarity of their marriages, and some
Sabbath rest. We create a setting that encourages them to keep up the fight,
though difficult. We pray that we underline the calling to which they’ve been



called. Many, many leaders come every year. We believe we are having much
success in our region.
 
And if these words are opening your eyes to the complexity of a pastor’s life,
perhaps you might make an appointment to meet up and ask how they are
doing. Ask what they are concerned about, what keeps them awake at night.
